 SECTION 6: ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

Collect as much of the spilled
material as possible using non-sparking tools.  Clean up residue with detergent and water.  Collect the resulting residue containing
solution.  Place in a metal container approved for transportation by appropriate authorities.  Seal the container.  Dispose of collected
material as soon as possible.
